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· Mistakes do not invalidate the tests.  Mistakes may compromise validity.
· Mistakes can make officers more likely to release intoxicated people.
· Validation research was conducted with alcohol.  
· Tests are still useful for determining impairment with drugs other than alcohol.
· Horizontal Gaze Nystagmus (HGN):
· Officers should face subjects away from moving vehicles and strobe lights.
· Failure to do so will not cause optokinetic nystagmus if they are looking at the stimulus.
· Most alternative causes of HGN will present as resting.
· Timings are important, but mistakes can cut both ways.
· Drugs that cause HGN:  CNS depressants, inhalants and dissociative anesthetics (PCP, cough suppressant and ketamine)
· Presence of Vertical Gaze Nystagmus (VGN) indicates are high dose for that person.
· Walk and Turn (WAT):
· Ofc.’s should screen for injuries of knees/legs/back.  Ofc.’s should try and find a good environment to perform tests and allow removal of unusual footwear.
· Divided attention test (tests ability to multi-task).  This is useful for all drugs that cause impairment.
· Does not require an actual line, although that is ideal.
· Ofc.’s are trained and encouraged to minimize ‘cheating’ such as looking straight ahead.
· Multiple appearances of any one clue only count as one clue but can ‘paint the picture’ for a jury.  Details in report encouraged.
· One Leg Stand (OLS):
· Ofc.’s should screen for injuries of knees/legs/back.  Ofc.’s should try and find a good environment to perform tests and allow removal of unusual footwear.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Divided attention test (tests ability to multi-task).  This is useful for all drugs that cause impairment.
· Does not matter which foot is chosen.
· Must be timed for 30 seconds.
· Multiple appearances of any one clue only count as one clue but can ‘paint the picture’ for a jury.  Details in report encouraged.
